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CHAPTER 1 : General provisions

Article R-1
Subject to acquired rights, all Quebec Liberal Party regulations in force on the date this present
Regulation is adopted are rescinded.

Article R-2
Unless otherwise specified in the text, in this regulations:
a) Leader shall mean the Leader of the Quebec Liberal Party;
b) General Council shall mean the General Council of the Quebec Liberal Party;
c) Constitution shall mean the Constitution of the Quebec Liberal Party;
d) member shall mean a member in good standing of the Quebec Liberal Party;
e) authorized member shall mean the member of an electoral district association who, alone, has
been authorized by resolution of the electoral district association's executive committee to
exercise the duties set down in articles R-6, R-7 and R-12;
f) Party shall mean the Quebec Liberal Party;
g) resolution shall mean a resolution adopted by a simple majority of votes;
h) Secretary shall mean the Secretary of the Quebec Liberal Party;
i) Secretariat shall mean the central offices of the Quebec Liberal Party in Montreal or Quebec
City.

Article R-3
In calculating the various time limits, the starting date shall not be counted, but the final date
shall count.

Article R-4
The masculine gender shall be taken to mean the two (2) sexes, unless the text indicates
otherwise.

Article R-5
The singular form extends to several people or things of the same kind each time the context
lends itself to such extension.

Chapter 2 : Members

Section 1: Admission

Article R-6 Procedure
Subject to the provisions of the Constitution, anyone wishing to become a member must
complete and sign a membership application form furnished by the Party and forward it, with the
required fee, to the secretary of the electoral district association, or to the authorized member
designated by the association executive committee, who shall immediately forward it with the
membership fee to the Secretariat. The prospective member may alternately forward the
membership application directly to the Secretariat, which shall immediately report its reception to
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the secretary of the electoral district association or to the authorized member.

Article R-7 Issuing of the Card
An individual may submit a membership application either to the Secretary of the association or
the Secretary of the Party. In either case, the application is considered to have been received on
the date it is received by the Secretary of the Party.

If application is made by mail, the date of cancelling shall be taken as the date the membership
application is received at the Party's head offices.
A) The applicant whose form is signed by the Secretary or an authorized officer of the
association shall not be subjected to a waiting period, and the Secretary of the Party shall issue
the card without delay as of the date of receipt of the application for membership.
B) The applicant whose form is submitted to the Secretary of the Party without the signature of
the Secretary or authorized officer of the association is subject to a waiting and processing period
of twenty (20) days. During this period the executive committee of the association, having been
duly advised by the Secretary of the Party that an application for membership has been received,
must advise the Secretary of the Party in writing of any objection to admitting the applicant as a
member. If by the end of the waiting and processing period of twenty (20) days no objection has
been lodged by the executive committee of the association, the Secretary of the Party shall issue
the card.

The applicant is considered to be a member in good standing of the electoral district association
as of the date his application is received by the Secretary of the Party, unless, in the cases where
the waiting and processing period of twenty (20) days is in effect, the executive committee of the
association lodges an objection. In such cases the applicant or the Secretary of the Party may
appeal to the Executive Committee of the Party, whose decision, after consultation with the
executive committee of the electoral district association, shall be final.

Article R-8 Fees
The membership fee and its distribution shall be set by the General Council; a member may pay
his fee for one (1) year, two (2) years or three (3) years, from the date of issue.

Article R-9 Resignation
A member may resign from the association by notifying the Secretary of the Party, or the
secretary of the electoral district association.
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Article R-10 Suspension and Appeal Procedure
Following a hearing, the executive committee of the electoral district association may suspend a
member for cause; the suspension shall take effect immediately. The secretary of the electoral
district association shall notify the member and the Secretary of the Party, in writing, within ten
(10) days of the date of the suspension. The member may appeal to the Executive Committee of
the Party whose decision, after consulting with the executive committee of the electoral district
association, shall be final. The appeal must be lodged in writing, and addressed to the Secretary
of the Party, within forty-five (45) days of the date of the judgement.

Article R-11 Dismissal
The Executive Committee of the Party may remove a member for cause; the judgement shall take
effect immediately, and it is final and without appeal.

Section 2: Renewal of Membership

Article R-12 Renewal
At least thirty (30) days before the expiry date of a member's card, the Secretary of the Party shall
send him a renewal notice. On the first of each month, the secretary shall send the electoral
district association secretary a list of the members to whom he has issued such renewal notices.
No later than sixty (60) days after the expiry date of a membership card, the Secretary shall send
the electoral district association secretary a list of members who received renewal notices but
have not renewed their membership.
No later than one hundred and eighty (180) days after the expiry date of a member's card, the
Secretary shall send him a final renewal notice. The Secretary shall send a list of members to
whom he has issued final notice to the electoral district secretary.
In order to retain his rights, the member must return his renewal request, duly completed and
accompanied by the fee, to the Secretary of the Party or to the electoral district association
secretary, before the expiry date.
Notwithstanding the preceding, a member who renews his membership and pays the fee within
ninety (90) days of the expiry date of his card shall recover his rights.

CHAPTER 3 : General Meetings of the Members

Section 1: The Convention

Article R-13 Organizing Committee
The Executive Committee of the Party shall create a committee to be responsible for organizing
the Convention and define its mandate.
The committee shall create a sufficient number of sub-committees, and adopt whatever
regulations are necessary, to ensure a well-run Convention, all of which will enter into force after
ratification, with or without changes, by the Executive Committee of the Party.

Article R-14 Convocation Notice
The Secretary shall transmit by mail a convocation notice stating the date, time and place of the
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meeting, to all delegates.
The name of an elected delegate must be transmitted to the Secretary by the electoral district
association secretary at least twenty (20) days before the date of the Convention.

Article R-15 Chairman of the Convention
The Executive Committee of the Party shall appoint the chairman of the Convention.

Article R-16 Quorum
One-quarter (1/4) of the members registered at the Convention, and present, shall constitute a
quorum.
For adopting amendments to the constitution, one-quarter (1/4) of the delegates present shall
constitute a quorum.

Article R-17 Voting
Voting shall be conducted by a show of hands, or if it is the wish of threequarters (3/4) of the
members present, by ballot.

Article R-18 Resolutions
Only those resolutions forwarded to the Secretariat thirty (30) days before the date of the
Convention shall be studied. A committee formed by the organizing committee shall determine
the order in which resolutions are submitted to the delegates; it must give priority to resolutions
bearing on the theme of the convention and to those coming from an electoral district association.
To be accepted, a resolution must refer to only one (1) subject.

Section 2: Leadership Convention

Article R-19 Applicable Provisions
The provisions of Section 1 relating to the Convention apply as well to a Leadership Convention,
as adapted.

Article R-20 Quorum
A majority of the delegates, present in person, shall constitute a quorum.

Article R-21 Voting
The manner of voting shall be determined by the organizing committee.

Section 3: Delegate Selection

Article R-22 Delegate Selection Meeting
The organizing committee of the Convention is responsible for organizing meetings of the
electoral district association members for the purpose of electing delegates. It shall fix the date
and location of the meetings.

Article R-23 Returning Officer, Secretary and Election Officers
The committee shall appoint a returning officer and secretary for each meeting.
The returning officer shall preside the meeting. The returning officer shall appoint the deputy

returning officers, secretaries and other officers required to properly conduct the meeting and the
vote.

Article R-24 Nominating Procedure
The names of proposed delegates must come individually from the floor.
Each proposed delegate must accept and confirm he will be present at the Convention.
If a proposed delegate is absent, his written acceptance must be handed to the returning officer by
the proposer, on the form provided by the organizing committee.
The returning officer must accept all nominations, and reject any proposal to limit such
nominations.

Article R-25 The List
The names of all proposed delegates shall be registered on a consecutively numbered list, by
category.
A copy of the list is posted in each voting booth.

Article R-26 Voting Procedure
If there are more delegates proposed than positions to fill, the returning officer shall prepare for a
ballot. The meeting shall, at the same time, proceed to elect all delegates.
Only a member may vote. Upon presentation of his membership card, or identification, he shall
receive an official ballot supplied by the organizing committee and initialed by the deputy
returning officer.
The member votes for as many delegates as there are positions to fill in each of the categories. To
vote, the member makes an « 7 » on the printed number on the ballot which corresponds to the
number assigned to the delegate for whom he wishes to vote.
The proposed delegates receiving the greatest number of votes in each category are declared
elected.

Section 4: Election of the Executive Committee

Article R-27 Returning Officer
The organizing committee of the Convention appoints the returning officer.

Article R-28 Mandate
The returning officer is responsible for the application of the Constitution and General
Regulation. His decisions are final and without appeal.

Article R-29 Directives
The returning officer may issue directives related to the interpretation and application of the
Constitution and General Regulation.
He may impose appropriate penalties against contraventions, and hisdecision is final and without
appeal.

Article R-30 Applicable Articles
The provisions of the following articles shall apply: R-114, R-116,R-117, R-118, R-119, R-120,
R-121, R-123, R-124, R-125, R-126, R-127, R-128 and R-129.
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Article R-31 Credentials
The returning officer may form a three (3)-member credentials committeeto settle any matters
relating to delegates' credentials.
A candidate may appoint, in writing, a member to represent him before thecredentials committee.
The returning officer shall have the final decision with respect to adelegate's right to vote.
When there is a tie, the vote will be retaken once, for those who obtained the same number of
votes. If the result is unchanged, the returning officer must vote to break the tie.
The returning officer shall report to the meeting the number of votes castfor each proposed
delegate. The election secretary shall complete a statement of poll which lists the elected
delegates. The returning officer must destroy the ballots at the end of the meeting.
The Election Act of Quebec shall apply, as adapted.

Section 5: Resolutions

Article R-32 Agenda
The agenda for the Convention is established by the Executive Committeeof the Party. It may be
changed only by a three-quarters (3/4) majority vote of the members present.

Article R-33 Workshop Resolutions
The proposer of a resolution has five (5) minutes to speak. Every other speaker is limited to three
(3) minutes.
The chairman of the workshop may limit the number of speakers.
A resolution adopted in a workshop must be submitted to the plenary session.
The order of presentation of resolutions may be changed only by a threequarters (3/4) majority
vote of the members present.

Article R-34 Resolutions in Plenary Session
A resolution which is not discussed in plenary session is referred to the General Council for
disposition at the earliest possible moment.
The provisions of the preceding article apply as adapted.

Article R-35 Amendments to the Constitution
To be admissible, an amendment to a proposition to amend the Constitution must not alter the
basic meaning.
The chairman of the meeting shall decide the admissibility of an amendment. His decision is final
and without appeal.

CHAPTER 4 : Electoral District Association

Article R-36 General Provisions
Unless the text indicates otherwise, in this chapter:
(a) association shall mean the Quebec Liberal Party association of an
electoral district;
(b) member shall mean a member of the association;
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(c) secretary shall mean the secretary of the association.

Section 1: General Meeting of Association Members

Article R-37 Date and Location
The general meeting of members shall be held at a location and on a date set by the executive
committee of the association.
The meeting must be held not later than May 31st.

Article R-38 Special Meeting
The executive committee of the association, or the Executive committee of the Party, or fifty (50)
members of the association may convoke a special general meeting of the members at a time and
place it or they shall set.

Article R-39 Convocation Notice
At least fifteen (15) days before the date chosen, the secretary or any other person authorized by
the association executive committee shall mail to each member a notice of meeting giving the
day, time and location. In an emergency, the time period may be reduced to seven (7) days.
The association executive committee may choose another method of contacting the members.

Article R-40 Quorum
The quorum is five percent (5%) of members of the association.

Article R-41 Right to Speak and to Vote
Any member present has the right to speak and to vote. A vote by proxy is not valid.

Article R-42 Voting
Voting shall be conducted by a show of hands, or if it is the wish of threequarters (3/4) of the
members present, by ballot.

Section 2: The Executive Committee of the Association

Article R-43 Eligibility Requirements
A member in good standing twenty (20) days before the official date fixed for the holding of the
meeting is eligible to become a member of the executive committee of the association, and may
fill such position and vote at the meeting.
A member eligible to be a member of the association executive committee may seek to fill the
position of «ethnic groups advisor», where applicable, if he identifies himself in writing as a
member of an ethnic group and is accepted as such by the Ethnic Groups Commission. In order to
be eligible for the position, the candidate must have identified himself and been accepted, as
described above, before the close of nominations in the electoral district concerned.

Article R-44 Election Procedure
The procedure for electing the members of the executive committee of an association is covered
by the provisions of Chapter 7, as adapted, except that to be eligible for election a member must
be in good standing twenty (20) days before the official date fixed for the holding of the meeting.

Article R-45 Term of Office
A member elected to the executive committee of an association begins his duties at the close of
the meeting at which he was elected, and remains in office until the next election meeting or until
he is replaced by a successor, unless in the interval he has been removed under the articles of this
Regulation, has resigned, or no longer qualifies.
The mandate of executive committee member shall terminate if he fails to attend three (3)
consecutive meetings of the committee without prior notice.

Article R-46 Resignation - Vacancies
A member of the association executive committee who wishes to resign his post must submit his
resignation in writing to the association executive committee, and the resignation shall take effect
when the executive committee accepts it by resolution.
If a vacancy is created on the executive committee of the association, it shall be filled in a manner
decided upon by the executive committee.

Article R-47 Number of Meetings
The executive committee shall meet at least eight (8) times a year and at least every two (2)
months.

Article R-48 Quorum
The quorum is five (5) members.

Article R-49 Convocation
At the request of the president, or five (5) members of the executive committee, the secretary
shall call a meeting of the committee.
The convocation may be verbal or written and delivered at least two (2) full days in advance.

Article R-50 Non-Receipt of Convocation Notice
The fact that a member has not received notice of the meeting, or, by accident, is not sent such
notice, does not invalidate any step taken or resolution adopted at the meeting.

Article R-51 Vote
Matters under discussion shall be decided by a simple majority of votes; each member of the
committee, including the president, shall have only one (1) vote. The president shall not have a
deciding vote.

Section 3: Placing an Association under Trusteeship

Article R-52 Enquiry by the
Executive Committee of the Party The Executive committee of the Party may, on its own
initiative, and must, upon request of the executive committee or fifty (50) members in good
standing of the association concerned, conduct an enquiry into any aspect of the association's
administration.
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Article R-53 Enquiry
If the Executive Committee of the Party concludes it is appropriate, it shall hold an enquiry.
Notice shall be given to the association executive committee or to the petitioners, as the case may
be.

Article R-54 Trusteeship
The Executive Committee of the Party may place an association under its control when:
(a) following an enquiry, it concludes that the measure is essential to the proper functioning of
the association;
(b) the association executive committee is incapable of administering association business, and it
is in the Party's best interest to correct the situation.

Article R-55 Decree
The Secretary shall advise the executive committee of the association in writing of the decision of
the Executive Committee of the Party, stating the date the decree enters into force, the name of
the trustee, and his mandate.

Article R-56 Administration of an Association under Trusteeship
As of the date of the decree, the Executive Committee of the Party shall exercise all the powers
accorded to the executive committee of the association by the Constitution, Party regulations and
its own by-laws. In particular, it may order the holding of a vote to fill a vacancy on the
association executive committee.

Article R-57 Lifting of the Decree
When the Executive Committee of the Party is satisfied that an association no longer needs to be
under its control, it shall issue such a decision and the Secretary shall inform the association
executive committee.

CHAPTER 5 : The General Council and the Executive Committee
 of the Party

Section 1: The General Council

Article R-58 Term of Office
A member of the General Council ceases to be in office when he no longer possesses the
qualifications required by the Constitution.

Article R-59 Convocation Notice
At least thirty (30) days before the date, the Secretary shall forward a written notice of
convocation to all members of the General Council, stating the day, time and location of the
meeting. In an emergency, the period may be reduced by the Executive Committee of the Party.
The fact that a member has not received notice of the meeting, or, by accident, a member is not
sent notice, does not invalidate any step taken or resolution adopted at the meeting.

Article R-60 Chairman of the Meeting
The President of the Party shall preside the meeting.
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Article R-61 Quorum
The quorum is fifty percent (50%) of the members.

Article R-62 Right to Speak and to Vote
A member of the General Council has the right to speak and to vote. Votes by proxy shall not be
valid.

Article R-63 Vote
The vote shall be taken by a show of hands, or if it is the wish of threequarters (3/4) of the
members of the General Council present, by ballot.
Matters under discussion shall be decided by two-thirds (2/3) of the votes cast by the members of
the General Council present, except for a suspension of the rules which must be accepted by a
hundred percent (100%) of the members of the General Council present.

Article R-64 Agenda
The agenda of the General Council is established by the Executive Committee of the Party. It
must allow a reasonable period of time during which a member of the General Council may raise
a subject of his choosing.

Article R-65 Resolutions
Only those resolutions arriving at the Secretariat fourteen (14) days before the date of the meeting
will be studied. These resolutions are mailed, by special delivery, four (4) days before the
opening date of the meeting, to the members of the General Council registered at this date. The
Executive Committee of the Party shall create a committee to decide the order in which
resolutions are submitted to the members of the General Council.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, with the consent of two-thirds (2/3) of the members present, a
member of the General Council may propose a resolution verbally from the floor.
To be receivable, a resolution must bear on one subject only.

Section 2: The Executive committee of the Party

Article R-66 Qualifications
Subject to the provisions of the Constitution, a member in good standing is eligible to be a
member of the Executive Committee of the Party, and may fill such position.

Article R-67 Election
An outgoing member shall be eligible for re-election.

Article R-68 Term of Office
A member elected to the Executive Committee of the Party shall begin his duties at the close of
the meeting during which he was elected and remains in office until the next Convention or until
he is replaced by a successor, unless in the interval he has resigned or no longer qualifies for his
position.
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Article R-69 Resignation
A member of the Executive Committee of the Party who wishes to resign his post must submit
his resignation in writing to the Executive Committee of the Party, and the resignation takes
effect when the Executive Committee of the Party accepts it by resolution.
A member of the Executive Committee of the Party who ceases to qualify for his position must
submit his resignation in writing to the Executive Committee of the Party, according to the
provisions of this article.

Article R-70 Vacancies
Should a vacancy arise on the Executive Committee of the Party for any reason, it may be filled
by the remaining members of the Executive Committee of the Party, by resolution, for the
balance of the unexpired term for which the outgoing member of the Executive Committee of the
Party was elected or appointed.
Should the vacancy arise among the regional counsellors, it shall be filled in a manner ordered by
the Executive Committee of the Party.

Article R-71 Location of Meetings
Meetings of the Executive Committee of the Party shall be held at the Party Secretariat, or at any
other location chosen from time to time by the Executive Committee of the Party.

Article R-72 Convocation Notice
At least seven (7) days before the date chosen, the Secretary shall notify all members of the
Executive Committee of the party by mail, giving the day, time and location of the meeting. In an
emergency, the time period may be reduced and the notice may be telegraphed or given by
telephone.
The fact that a member has not received notice of the meeting, or, by accident, a member is not
given such notice, does not invalidate any measure taken or resolution adopted at the meeting.

Article R-73 Chairman of the Meeting
The President of the Party shall preside the meeting.

Article R-74 Quorum
The quorum is ten (10) members.

Section 3: Regional Counsellors

Article R-75 Date and Location of Election
The Executive Committee of the Party shall set the date and place of the meeting to elect the
twelve (12) electoral district association presidents who sit on the Executive Committee of the
Party as regional counsellors.

Article R-76 Organizing Committee
The Executive Committee of the Party shall form an organizing committee composed of at least
three (3) members, and appoint a president.
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Article R-77 Election Officers
The organizing committee shall appoint a sufficient number of election officers to ensure that the
meeting and the vote is properly conducted. The returning officer is responsible for balloting.

Article R-78 Convocation
The Secretary of the Party shall convoke the electoral district association presidents by the
method determined by the organizing committee.

Article R-79 Nomination Paper
The declaration of candidacy will be completed on a form issued by the committee.
The declaration must be signed by the candidate in the presence of a witness.

Article R-80 Close of Nominations
The declaration of candidacy must be deposited with the returning officer or his delegate at a
time, place and date set by the committee.
The date for returning the declaration must be set at least fifteen (15) days before the date of the
meeting to elect regional counsellors.
No declaration of candidacy will be accepted after the deadline.

Article R-81 Admissibility
As soon as the declaration is deposited, the returning officer will immediately rule on its
admissibility and advise the candidate.
In the case of inadmissibility, the returning officer shall inform the candidate in writing, giving
the reasons for his decision and returning the declaration of candidacy.

Article R-82 Publication
As soon as the declaration is accepted by the returning officer, he shall publish the name of the
candidate.

Article R-83 Election by Acclamation
If only one (1) candidate has deposited a declaration within the time period, the returning officer
must declare him elected.

Article R-84 Withdrawal
A candidate may withdraw at any time.
The candidate shall notify the returning officer in writing of such withdrawal.
If, after this withdrawal, there remains only one candidate, the returning officer must declare him
elected.

Article R-85 Vote
If there is more than one (1) declaration of candidacy, a vote must be conducted.

Article R-86 Applicable Provisions
The provisions of the Election Act of Quebec relating to voting shall apply, as adapted.
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Article R-87 Right to Vote
Only the electoral district association presidents of a given region may vote for candidates for the
position of regional counsellor in that region.
The president who has reason to believe he will be absent on the day of the vote may vote in
advance by indicating his choice in a confidential signed letter to the returning officer. During the
vote, the returning officer shall read the contents of the letter in the presence of the deputy
returning
officer only, and after verifying the signature of the vote, he shall cast the ballot as indicated,
before the deputy returning officer only. The deputy returning officer shall immediately destroy
the letter without revealing its contents to anyone. In such cases, the returning officer shall vote
on the first ballot only.

Article R-88 Elected Candidate
The candidate who obtains an absolute majority of the votes validly cast must be declared elected
by the returning officer. If no candidate obtains a majority of votes, a second ballot will be
conducted, after eliminating the candidate who received the least number of votes, and so forth
until a candidate having received an absolute majority is elected. The organizing committee, after
consulting with the candidates, may modify this  procedure.

Article R-89 Report
The organizing committee shall, within fifteen (15) days of the election, make a report to the
Executive Committee of the Party on the election, giving a list of the candidates elected.

CHAPTER 6 : Financing

Section 1: The Fund-Raising Campaign

Article R-90 Organization
The Finance Commission of the Party shall be responsible for organizing fund-raising
campaigns.

Article R-91 Campaign Period
The campaign period shall be set by the Executive Committee of the Party.

Article R-92 Chairman of the Campaign
The Executive Committee of the Party shall appoint the chairman of each fund-raising campaign
on the recommendation of the Finance Commission.

Article R-93 Role of the Chairman
The chairman shall promote the fund-raising campaign.

Section 2: Collection of Funds

Article R-94 Responsibility
In accordance with the Election Act of Quebec, the Official Representative of the Party shall be
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responsible for controlling the collection of funds.

Article R-95 Authority
No fund-raising campaign may be undertaken without the prior written authorization of the
Official Representative of the Party.

Article R-96 Administrative Structure
The Official Representative of the Party shall set up the administrative structure necessary to
control the collection of funds.

Article R-97 Receipts
The Official Representative of the Party shall determine the form of the temporary receipt to be
given to donors by those authorized to collect contributions, as well as the form of the official
receipt which shall be sent by mail to the donor for income tax purposes.

Article R-98 Remittance of Donations
Every person authorized to collect funds must submit a written report of his activities to the
Official Representative of the Party, along with the corresponding receipts.

Section 3: Management and Distribution of Funds

Article R-99 Objective and Distribution
Before the fund-raising campaign begins, the General Council shall set the overall objective of
the campaign and decide the distribution of funds.

Article R-100 Association Objectives
The General Council shall set the campaign objective of each electoral district association
according to criteria determined by the General Council.

Article R-101 Management
The Official Representative of the Party shall distribute the funds collected according to the
General Council formula.

Article R-102 Reserve Funds
The Official Representative of the Party shall deposit the funds raised for future political
activities in the various reserve funds.

Article R-103 Transfers to Associations
The Official Representative of the Party shall forward to the official representatives of electoral
district associations a detailed report of receipts, and the share which belongs to them.

Article R-104 Report
At the close of each fund-raising campaign, the Official Representative of the Party shall report
to the General Council the contributions received and
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CHAPTER 7 : The Selection of an Official Candidate

Section 1: General Provisions

Article R-105 Definition
Unless the text indicates otherwise, in this chapter:
(a) nomination meeting means the meeting to choose a candidate
(b) applicant-candidate means any person who submits a nomination paper for the position of
official Party candidate;
(c) candidate means any person whose nomination paper for the position of official Party
candidate is declared valid;
(d) official candidate means the person elected -- or appointed by the Leader -- to represent the
Party in a district where there is an election;
(e) organizing committee means the committee constituted to organize a meeting to select a
candidate for the Party in an electoral district;
(f) member indicates a person who has been a member of the Party for at least twenty (20) days
before the official date fixed for the holding of the meeting;
(g) returning officer means the person who is appointed by the organizing committee to receive
nominations and preside at the election of a candidate in an electoral district.

Section 2: The Organizing Committee

Article R-106 Formation
As soon as the Leader has ordered the holding of a nomination meeting in an electoral district,
the Executive Committee of the Party shall form an organizing committee and appoint its
president.
If the electoral district association does not have a number of members equal to at least three
percent (3%) of the total number of electors in the electoral district at the previous provincial
election, the Leader may appoint the official Party candidate or decide in what manner and by
whom the candidate will be chosen.

Article R-107 Composition
The committee shall be composed of at least three (3) members.

Article R-108 Report
Within seven (7) days of the date of the meeting, the committee shall make its report to the
Executive Committee of the Party.

Section 3: Nomination Meeting

Article R-109 Occurrence
Only the Leader may call for the holding of a nomination meeting.

Article R-110 Organization
The organizing committee is responsible for organizing the nomination meeting.
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Article R-111 Date and Location
The committee shall set the date and location of the nomination meeting.
In an emergency, or for serious cause, the president of the committee may postpone the date of
the nomination meeting or change the location of the meeting.
Postponement of the date of the meeting shall not grant a member the right to vote if he did not
have that right on the official date.
According to circumstances, one such meeting may be held simultaneously in several locations
chosen by the organizing committee.

Article R-112 Convocation
The Secretary, or any other authorized person, shall summon the members by whatever means is
considered appropriate in the circumstances (Form FR-112).

Article R-113 Returning Officer and Election Officers
The organizing committee shall appoint the returning officer. It shall also appoint a sufficient
number of election officers to ensure the proper functioning of the meeting and voting
procedures. The returning officer shall be responsible for voting procedures.

Article R-114 Publicity
All publicity is banned in the hall where the nomination meeting is held, and it is also forbidden
to distribute a manifesto, a pamphlet, a text or any other form of publicity whatsoever on behalf
of a candidate.

Section 4: Nominations

Article R-115 Qualifications
To qualify as an official candidate of the Party, the person shall have the qualities required to be
an elector and shall be able to be registered on an electoral list according to the Election Act of
Quebec.

Article R-116 Candidate's Declaration
The candidate's declaration shall be made on form FR-116, issued by the committee for this
purpose.
The declaration must be signed by the candidate in the presence of a witness and by at least
twenty-five (25), but no more than fifty (50), members of the electoral district association.

Article R-117 Close of Nominations
The candidate's declaration must be deposited with the returning officer or his delegate at a place,
date and time set by the committee.
The date for returning the declaration must be set at least ten (10) days before the date of the
nomination meeting.
In an emergency, the organizing committee may reduce this time period to five (5) days.
Once the time limit is passed, no candidate's declaration shall be admissible.

Article R-118 Admissibility
Once the declaration has been deposited, the returning officer shall judge its admissibility
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immediately and advise the candidate.
In the case of inadmissibility, the returning officer shall inform the candidate in writing, giving
the reasons for his decision and returning the candidate's declaration.

Article R-119 Publication
As soon as the declaration is accepted by the returning officer, he shall publish the name of the
candidate.

Article R-120 Election by Acclamation
If only one candidate has deposited a declaration within the time period set, the returning officer
must declare him elected and immediately advise the Leader.

Article R-121 Withdrawal
A candidate may withdraw at any time.
The candidate shall declare his withdrawal in writing and forward it to the returning officer.
If after this withdrawal, there remains only one candidate, the returning officer must declare him
elected and advise the Leader immediately.

Article R-122 Disallowance
The Leader may at any time, after having consulted the association executive committee,
disallow a candidacy for cause. The Leader shall so advise the returning officer and the interested
party.

Section 5: The vote

Article R-123 Conducting the Vote
If there is more than one candidate's declaration, a vote must be conducted.

Article R-124 Candidates'Speeches
Each registered candidate shall have the right to address the meeting before balloting begins, for
a length of time set by the organizing committee.

Article R-125 Applicable Provisions
The provisions of the Election Act of Quebec relative to balloting shall apply, as adapted.

Article R-126 Right to Vote
Only a member is eligible to vote.
On presentation of his membership card, or an item of identification, he shall receive an official
ballot furnished by the organizing committee and initialed by the deputy returning officer.
Immediately after the ballots are counted, and before the results are given to the meeting, a
candidate or his agent may demand a recount of the ballots in his presence.

Article R-127 Elected Candidate
The candidate who obtains an absolute majority of the votes validly cast must be declared elected
by the returning officer. If no candidate obtains a majority of votes, a second ballot will be
conducted, after eliminating the candidate who received the least number of votes, and so forth
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until a candidate having received an absolute majority is elected.
The organizing committee, after consulting with the candidates, may modify this procedure.

Section 6: Expenses

Article R-128 Limit
Subject to the provisions of the Election Act of Quebec, the committee shall set the maximum
amount of expenses each candidate may incur.

Article R-129 Candidate's Report
Within the time limit set by the organizing committee, the candidate must submit to the president
of the organizing committee a report drawn up according to form FR-129.

Chapter 8 : Final Provisions

Article R-130 Procedure for Deliberative Assemblies
The procedures for deliberative assemblies of the Party are governed by this Regulation and by
the Rules of Procedure appearing in the Appendix (Procedure Manual). Whenever a matter is not
mentioned, Victor Morin's «Procedures of Deliberative Assemblies» shall apply.

Article R-131 Amendment, Modification or Repeal
This present Regulation may be amended, modified or repealed by the Executive Committee of
the Party. This Regulation shall remain in force as long as it has not been amended, modified or
repealed by the General Council.

Article R-132
This present Regulation enters into force on the date of its adoption by the General Council.
